VISITATION RECORDS OF THE FIRST GARVAGH PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH

EXCERPTS SHOWING MEMBERS OF THE WOODBURN FAMILY

Rev. James Brown, minister of First Garvagh Presbyterian Church, in Garvagh, Parish of Errigal, made visitations to his congregation in 1796, 1818 and again in 1825, in which he listed all members of a family.  Records of these visitations were collected by Lavonne Kennedy Arburn Bradfield during a visit to Northern Ireland in July & August 1998.  The records are in extremely poor condition and in some cases, very difficult to read.  Over the years they have become faded and in some cases, unreadable.  The complete records were compiled and posted on the world wide web at http://www.geocities.com/Heartland/Ranch/5632.  The records below are excerpts from the complete records and reflect only the Woodburn listings in those records.  

The visitations are as follows: 1796, JULY 1818, AUGUST 1818, 1825, 1840, and 1850.  The 1840 visitation appears to be complete, while the 1850 visitation is not.   It appears Book One was used for the 1840 visitation as well as 1850.

Richard J. Torrens reviewed the records and transcriptions and made some changes.  There is an asterick by those listings that have been changed from the original records below.   Additionally, family numbers have been assigned by Richard to those records that did not have any in the original.  He has added additional comments to these records. He has also taken the townlands listed in these records and has updated them to a present site or townland.

1796 MINISTER'S VISITATION FOR FIRST GARVAGH PRESYTERIAN CHURCH

NOTE: On the last page of this visitation, Rev. Brown stated the visitation was finished the first time 20 March 1796. It appears this visitation was updated as indicated by the above note. Names have been crossed out due to moves, deaths and other unknown reasons.  Also children have been added to families and not given a number.  One family has 5 additional unnumbered children which would make the update about 10 years after 1796. Also in the Family number 1, a note has been added to the side.  It is possible one of the updates could have been in 1812. However that is only an assumption, not a fact.  There is no notation on the document as to when updates were made.

1840 MINISTER'S VISITATION FOR FIRST GARVAGH PRESYTERIAN CHURCH 

Note:  The 1840 visitation records were extracted from two different books. BOOK ONE contains part of the 1840 visitation records as well as all of the 1850 visitation. The pages on the left were devoted to the the 1840 visitation. An introduction of the book as well as the categories used throughout the book are noted on page 1 . None of this information has been noted except for a few families where the number of children was entered. This information has been included at the end of the family listing. The pages on the right of BOOK ONE are mainly for the 1850 visitation with the exception of FIVE pages.

Family Numbers have added to Book One. Richard J. Torrens has assigned F numbers to the pages on the left of the visitation book and X numbers to the pages on the right of the visitation book. However, I have divided the 1840 and the 1850 enumeration of the families. Therefore, the F numbers in my 1840 Part one will not be in numerical order and neither will the 1850 numbers. Richard Torrens numbered the 1840 Part  one as a whole unit whereas I divided them. The 1850 visitation can be found as an independent section below.

These pages are part of the 1840 Visitation.   The remainder of the pages on the right cover the 1850 Visitation. 

Note 2: Richard Torrens numbered all left pages with an F and the right pages with an X. Therefore, on my 1850, you will find both an F as well as an X. I have also cross-reference the families to determine if a family listed as a member in the 1850 visitation and not for the 1840 visitation. Some families had no follow through or cross-referencing.
